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 “I love you” are three of the most beautiful and precious 
words that any of us can hear. They are words that convey the 
message that we are accepted, that we are cared for, that we are 
adored. 
 At Easter we hear this same message, but only in three 
different words – “HE is risen.” It is God’s way of saying, “I love 
you.” Through Christ’s death and resurrection, God shows us how 
much we are loved, how much we are accepted, and how much 
God cares for us. 
 Through Christ’s resurrection we know not only that He lives, 
but that we too can claim the promise of eternal life. 
 How much more could God love us? 
 May this Easter hold the promise of life as you allow Christ to 
reign supreme as Lord of your life. As you do, you will know and 
experience His love that knows no bounds, and it is then that you 
will be able to proclaim from the depth of your heart and soul –  
“Christ the Lord is Risen Today-Alleluia!”
