February 17, Ash Wednesday, begins the season of Lent. We will gather for a special service at 

7:00 p.m. on that day to worship, share in the imposition of ashes, and begin our reflections on the 
love of God in Jesus Christ and his Jesus’ sacrificial death to free us from sin and offer to us the 

possibility of forgiveness.

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Dundee Church will be hosting Life Line Screening Tuesday, March 16. 
These health screenings are available for people 40 years old and older. 

The screenings are done using Doppler ultrasound systems. Screenings in-
clude: carotid artery screening, abdominal aortic aneurysm test (AAA), an-
kle brachial index (ABI), bone density, atrial fibrillation (Afib), and complete 

lipid panel, glucose and C-reactive protein blood test.  
You must pre-register by calling 1-800-324-1851.  

The screenings are painless, non-invasive and require about ten minutes.  
Note: there are fees for these tests which are not 

covered by insurance or Medicare.

Sharing with your Christian friends in the congregation can set a positive tone for your 
life and enable you to meet life’s difficulties with the inner peace and strength which are 
Christ’s gifts to us.
