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PASTORAL PONDERING 
 March 9 is Ash Wednesday, the beginning of the season of Lent. We will have a 
special Ash Wednesday service at 7:00 p.m. I look forward to seeing you then as we 
begin our Lenten journey together. 
 Originally, Lent was a 40 hour fast observed between the time of Jesus’ 
crucifixion on Good Friday and his resurrection on Easter morning.  Over time, the 
period of fasting was extended to forty days, exclusive of Sundays. Sunday was a 
holy day and fasting was not permitted on holy days. 
 Today, the period of Lent extends from Ash Wednesday to the Saturday before 
Easter. The word, Lent, has its roots in an old English word meaning spring, and this 
suggests some appropriate symbolism for the season. 
 Spring is a time of new life. The earth, warmed by the sun that rises higher in 
the skies each day, begins to sprout new leaves, flowers and green grass. Many wild 
animals give birth to their young in the springtime. The spiritual disciplines of Lent give 
birth to new Christian growth as we reflect upon our relationship to God. 
 In the world of sports, baseball turns its attention to spring training. I saw a 
picture in the paper a week ago of several catchers and pitchers beginning their 
training workouts at spring training camp, and soon all the players will be getting 
ready for the full season of play. 
 They need spring training, not because they have forgotten how to play the 
game, but they need to sharpen their skills and to center their minds on baseball – to 
be able to concentrate on the game. 
 Spiritually, Lent offers us a time to concentrate on Christ, sharpening our skills 
for the game of life that lies before us. 
 Special Lenten services are being planned  
that will assist us in our spiritual journey.  
Plan to include them in your personal  
Lenten experience. 
 Also, there will be a daily  
“Lenten Devotional” coming your way  
to help lay the ground work for your  
spiritual journey toward Easter. 
 May Lent, 2011, be a time of  
spiritual renewal and growth for you.
