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Pastoral Pondering

A young mother lived in a house on a busy street in a large city. One hot
summer night she went to bed early. The telephone on her night stand rang, but she
slept through the ringing. Several fire trucks roared and clanged past her home, but
she slept on. Her neighbors on one side were playing their stereo at full volume, and
the neighbors on the other side were having a loud party — she slept on.

Then a remarkable thing occurred — from a room at the opposite end of the
house came the faintest of cries. “Mommy.” Like a shot, the mother was out of bed
and at the side of her little two-year-old daughter.

Yes, mothers are like that.

Jesus was like that in many ways. There were loud shouts from him to become
king, to enter the cities and rally the “troops” to over throw the Romans, to condemn
those who didn’t follow the precise way. But Jesus only heard the cries of the “little
ones” of society — the poor, the sick, the ones who truly needed him, those who were
thirsty for God’s love for their lives.

As Christians, we also hear “noises and shouts” to follow the forceful and loud
way — to respond with a punch rather than with love and understanding, to condemn
rather than assist, to push aside rather than pull-in. But as followers of Christ, the man
of peace and love, we respond to those who need it most, the ones who cannot
always care for themselves or are on the “outside” — the lonely, worried, scared,
fearful, the ones wandering in shadows. We respond by giving of ourselves and our
love to the church, to Dundee Church, to the ministry we have in the name of Jesus.

May 2-8 is National Family Week. Why not “listen” to the “cries” of your family,
whether it is your “nuclear” family, the community, the church — responding in love to
the concerns, hopes, and dreams that are present. It is not difficult. In fact, it is rather
easy — JUST OPEN YOUR EARS AND CLOSE YOUR MOUTH.
