 Before Christ was born, the Druids in Ireland, Scotland and Wales honored their “god of 
the dead” on October 31. This date was their New Year and they celebrated the gathering of 
their harvest. Later, these practices were mixed with those of the Roman feast honor Pomona, 
“goddess of fruit.” 
 Our celebration of Halloween clearly follows many practices based on these beliefs of 
these pagan religions. The Druids believed that some women, who had sold themselves to the 
devil, rode through the skies on broomsticks, while others turned into black cats. They also be-
lieved that the souls of the dead returned on this night as ghosts. In some places, men wore 
costumes and masks to frighten these ghosts away from their villages. They also set bonfires 
and told stories of the weird sounds and mysterious sights they had experienced. 
 The pumpkin is also connected with these pagan practices. It was believed that a man 
named Jack, who was stingy and drank too much, played a trick on the devil. They devil sen-
tenced him to walk alone the rest of his life, looking for a resting place. To help light his way, 
the devil tossed jack a red-hot coal which Jack put inside a carved-out turnip and used for a 
lantern. 
 What does Halloween mean for Christians? We get a clue from the word itself. The first 
part, “Hallow,” means “to set apart as Holy.” We use it in the Lord’s Prayer when we pray 
“Hallowed by thy name.” The last part, “een,” is a short form of “evening” or “eve.” We use it 
for Christmas “Eve.” “Halloween,” then, means “Holy Eve,” the 
night before a Holy Day. 
 What day is that? In the 8th century, Gregory III set aside 
November 1st on the church calendar to honor all the Saints 
who had no special day of their own, as St. Patrick or St. Val-
entine and other had. We call it “All Saints Day.” It’s a kind of 
Christian memorial day, when we honor and remember the 
lives and examples of faithful Christians who are now with 
Christ in paradise. When November 1st became All Saints Day, 
the night before became a “hallowed eve,” a night to prepare 
for the meaning of the coming Holy Day. 
 Just thought you would like to know.

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 “Each one should use whatever gift he has received to service others, 
faithfully administering God’s grace in its various forms.” (I Peter 4:10). The 

truth of this verse is that God has given at least one gift to each believer 
with which he or she can contribute to the Body of Christ, the church. The 
Christian steward is not free to bury or misuse this gift, nor to exalt them-

selves because of the gift of through using it. Each believer’s gift is equal in 
importance to another’s. In fact, it is the wide diversity of the gifts within the 

Body that serve to keep it working as it ought. 
 While there is diversity in kind, we must remember that there is one 

Giver. Paul made this clear, “There are different kinds of gifts, but the same 
Spirit. There are different kinds of service, but the same Lord. There are dif-

ferent kinds of working, but he same God works all of them in all per-
sons.” (I Corinthians 12: 4-6). Paul continues in the next verse to empha-
size the unity of purpose, “Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit 

is given for the common good.” 
 These gifts are given not because we deserve them or have earned 
them, but because of grace. Paul wrote, “But to each one of us grace has 

been given as Christ apportioned it.” (Ephesians 4: 7). It is God’s grace that 
allows us to have a part in extending His Kingdom. God has committed to 
us a message of reconciliation. We are Christ’s ambassadors, as though 

God were making an appeal through us. 
 Through gifted individuals – and that means you and me – God pro-

vides for the church all that is needed to accomplish the work of Christ. For 
everything God has commanded us to do, God has equipped us to carry 
out. While we should not boast of our gifts, neither should we maintain a 

position of spiritual inferiority, excusing ourselves from service because we 
think ourselves unfit or unqualified. 

 Begin by acknowledging that God has given gifts to you. If you don’t 
know what those gifts are, ask God to show you his plan and purpose for 

you. Seek to discover that purpose through involvement in service opportu-
nities within the church. Remember that you are a living display of Christ’s 

presence and a recipient of his forgiveness. 
 Share that Good News with all people. 
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The First Presbyterian Church has developed Now I Lay Me Down, a ministry that provides beds and bed-
ding to children in Monroe County who do not have any. Members of their congregation volunteer their 
time to organize the program and deliver the beds. 

     As of February 2009, they have delivered over 740 beds to children in the Monroe area. Singles or 
bunk beds are delivered as requests are filled. Every child who receives a bed also receives a teddy bear, a 
quote from Mother Teresa, a poem, and a Bible. 
    Clean used sheets, comforters, mattress covers, and blankets are welcome donations. At this time there 
is a long list of children waiting for beds and no money with which to buy them.  So the decision was 

made to have a bed race to raise money. It will be Sunday, October 18, 2009 from 1:30 pm – 6:00 pm 
at the Gazebo, the intersection of Washington Street and First Street, Monroe, Michigan 
Beds will race a minimum of two heats each, four beds at a time. In all disputes, the judge's decision is 
final. 
Awards will be given in two categories:  

1 First and second place for bed crew costumes.  

2 First and second place fastest times as determined by the combination of the total time of two heats 

raced.  
Additional specialty awards will be presented after the race is completed in the following categories:  

1 Judges Favorite Team  

2 Most Unique/Creative Costumes  

All participants must be aware that safety will be our first and 
most important concern. The safety of the participants and 
crowd will take precedence over all other matters. 
Actual judging will take place at the Gazebo at the intersec-
tion of Washington Street and First Street. 
A parade of all winning beds/teams will take place along the 
racecourse after the judges have presented all awards. 
Registration is $195 per team.  The team will consist of 5 
members.   
Our UMW has agreed to sponsor a team and will call them-
selves “The Methodist Gurney Runners”.  More members are 
still needed.  See Dawn Wyse or Lisa Crist.   
We will be soliciting financial support from all of you.
